Instructions:

The manager should use the 

map to instruct the player how 

to find the football kit. Find the 

football kit in the order shown 

below. You should finish by 

finding the trophy at the end.

1.	 Football

2.	 Boots

3.	 Whistle

4.	 Football shirt

5.	 Trophy
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Don’t forget to use the important language when talking about direction:

Tell your player how many spaces to move, too. 

Here is an example instruction:

Can you use turns to tell your player when to change direction?

“Make a quarter  
turn clockwise.”

“Make a quarter  
turn anticlockwise.”

“Make a half turn.“

Go forward three  

spaces, then go  

right two spaces.

left forwards
quarter  

turn
clockwise

right backwards half turn
anti-

clockwise
