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History - the pandemic is a significant moment in history. Historians rely on primary sources to reflect and learn about the past. An invaluable primary source is a personal account of the events. In pairs, prepare and conduct an interview about the pandemic and their experiences. Pupils will need to think carefully about their questions, and the responders will need to provide detailed and accurate responses. Discuss the degree of formality required in this interview

	PiXL Wellbeing unit: 
Hearing not listening
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Music – use the structure of the Times Like These song and create a class song or poem called Times Like These.

	PiXL Wellbeing unit: 
Getting on with others + applying new skills
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DT or Art – using clay, or modroc around a plastic flower pot, pupils create their own container (alternatively, design and make a box with a wooden structure). Decorate and personalise – perhaps call it ‘My hopes and dreams/goals’. Once completed, pupils write their goals from their bucket lists onto cut-out clouds and put them in there. Challenge pupils to take these out periodically over the next few years – which ones came true?!
