Beginning and End of the Day
The gates are open at 8.45 and a member of staff will be there to greet parents and children.
At the end of the day, 3.10pm, the children need to be collected from either the KS1 gate, KS2 gate or the main hall doors, depending upon which class they are in.
If someone different is collecting your child, please let the office staff know so that the teacher and child can be informed.

If your child is Unwell or Late for Registration
